About a year ago the library started the labor-
intensive task of digitizing the Scarsdale Inquirer.
Hudson Microimaging was selected because of
its excellent reputation in the field. The library was
fortfunate to receive a major donation from the
Scarsdale Historical Society to cover digitization
for the years 1901-1936.

To date, a great many issues have been digitized
and are available online at the Hudson River
Valley Heritage website, www.hrvh.org. There
are a number of Hudson River Valley newspapers
available atthissite aswell,andyou canbrowse and
search in a great many ways. Articles are isolated
and magnified on the screen, making viewing a
frue pleasure. Weinvite you to enteraworld of horse
drawn carriages, early automobiles, suffragists,
macadamizing of the streets and the breakup of
huge farms in favor of the elegant houses we see
today. Scroll through the classified ads, feast your
eyes on the prices of the day and marvel at the
quaint services offered by various tradesmen.
