The Scarsdale Athletic Club played its first baseball games in 1902, and
oublicized them In the Scarsdale Inquirer. That first summer they played
against teams such as White Plains High School, National Machine Works
of Mamaroneck, and Bronxville All Stars. Their homefield was in Arthur

Manor, In front of Fireman's Hall, on Sprague Road between what is now
Bell and Webster Roads.

Games were also played on a field across the Bronx River, just south
of Ardsley and Popham Roads. The construction of the Bronx River
Parkway 1n 1920 cut through the field, which was graded for paving.

The Scarsdale Fire Company #1 organized a baseball team In
1921, led by the Irish brothers James, Tom, and Robert. Their father Bill Irish
moved to Scarsdale in 1892, two years after emigrating from Ireland. John worked
for the Scarsdale Supply Company and then the County Trust Company. Tom was
co-owner of Wright & Irish provisioners, which was located in the Harwood
Building. Willlam Irish worked for many years for the Scarsdale National Bank.

Butler Field, purchased by the Village in 1920 tfrom Emily Butler for
$70,000 as part of a tract of 25 acres, quickly became a refuge for baseball
enthusiasts. Village employees representing different departments, such
as the Post Office, the Police, and the Firemen, fielded teams. The
Scarsdale High School began fielding a varsity team in the 1920s that
competed against other schools such as Hackley, Katonah, and Bronxville.
